Now for the extra bits
To play this like the record or CD ( you have to use a finger picking technique.

I will use T=Thumb
And the other fingers number 1,2,3,4 starting from your index finger (the one next to your thumb. 

We will start with the chord B on the 7th fret as in the verse or intro.

Start with the bass note as T.
The sequence is    T, 2, 1, 3, 2, 1, 3, 2, 1
Please note you can replace 3rd finger with 2nd finger if you like

Now a new chord B6 – use your little finger to produce this chord from B

You pluck both T & 3 together at the same time X 2 times then chord B drop the sixth and pluck T & 3 together.

The whole sequence is    T, 2, 1, 3, 2, 1, 3, 2, 1 (T + 3)(T +3), 2, 1.)
